	 The Board of Directors of the 
Catholic Tuition Support Orga-
nization (CTSO) allocates the un-
designated funds that are received 
by CTSO to schools with students 
with additional needs.  They re-
served a portion of the undesig-
nated funds to help schools retain 
students during a family crisis.   

•	 Tax Credit Program funds distributed for the 
2007/2008 school year - $5,377,992

•	 Scholarships allocated for the 2007/2008 school 
year – 3,474 or 44% of enrolled students

•	 73% of the individual scholarships allocated to 
low and middle income students

•	 34% of the individual scholarships allocated to 
single parent families

•  45% of the corporate scholarships allocated to 
students qualifying for the free or reduced lunch 
program

•  Average family income of corporate scholarship recipients is under $35,000 
for a family of four
